Request for Proposal — Smoke Testing Sewers
Proposals due January 18, 2008

The City of Havre de Grace is experiencing extremely high flows during wet weather
events in the 18" sanitary sewer that extends from Juniata Street in the vicinity of Erie
Street across Locust Road, to a Pump State on Erie Street. The sewer line parallels a
box culvert in the vicinity of Juniata and Locust Streets, and it is believed that there is a
cross connection causing rain water to enter the sanitary sewer from the box culvert
when the box culvert is flooded. The City is requesting proposals to Smoke Test the
sanitary sewers in the area to identify the source of extraneous water into these sanitary
sewers and to outline the best method for rehabilitation

A. SCOPE OF SERVICES .

Task 1 — Data Review and Notification Preparation

1. Review existing information available for the City of Havre de Grace including maps,
sewer condition information from previous 1&i reports, available fiow information, etc.

2. Prepare notification for local residents.

Task 2 — Smoke Testing

1. Preparation — Public notification will be performed in advance of the testing. The
Engineering firm will coordinate with City personnel and the fire department, and
prepare smoke test notices for residents.

2. Smoke Testing — An estimated 5,000 LF of sanitary sewer will be smoke tested. A
safe non-toxic smoke is introduced into the sewer under low pressure and the
Engineering firm’s personnel walk the area during the smoke test and look for smoke
rising from inflow sources. The Engineering firm will provide smoke testing, and will
photograph and log all smoke test observations. The Engineer will provide limited
traffic control if required, although if extensive traffic control is required, we will seek
assistance from the City of Havre de Grace.




3. Smoke Test Reporting — The Engineering firm shall locate and describe all areas
where smoke leaves the system. These observations shall be consolidated and
sorted by severity and similarity to other defects, and included in the report.

Task 3 — Report Preparation

1. Draft Report — Compile all the data from the smoke testing and prepare a report
with observations and recommendations. Deficiencies shall be noted on the
base map, an in tabular form presented on the report.

2. City Coordination — The report will be presented in draft form to the City of
Havre de Grace Staff at a meeting to gain input and comments prior to final
report preparation. We have included one meeting to present and finalize the
end report.

3. Final Report — The report will be modified based on meeting with City staff and
delivered to the City.

C. SCHEDULE

The Engineering firm shall initiate services within thirty days upon receipt of acceptance
of this proposal as indicated by the issuance of a purchase order. The study and report
are weather dependent but should be completed within three months of our receipt of
the purchase order.

a. Manhole lids are serviceable and can be opened. City personnel will provide
assistance with opening lids as required.

b. City personnel shall deliver smoke test notices to residents.
